Vienna has something for everyone, with world-class music and opera at either Staatsoper or Volksoper, 
extraordinary art from modern masters such as Klimt and Schiele to Old Masters including Dürer and Bruegel at four of the  
finest museums in Western culture: Kunsthistoriches, Leopold, Belvedere and Albertina. 
A stroll along the Ringstrasse must include a stop at Palais Ephrussi, which featured 
prominently in the best-seller ‘The Hare with the Amber Eyes’ by Edmund de Waal. We 
will need to make certain that the Kirker Concierge books tickets for the Spanish 
Riding School, not to mention the Vienna Boys’ Choir and of course a private 
guide for a walking tour – with a stop for Sachertorte and coffee – and why not a 
lunch reservation at a carefully-selected local restaurant where we can reflect over a 
delicious glass of Austrian white and debate Grüner Veltliner vs Riesling?
